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Make the right hiring decision and your students benefit. But hiring is tough and often decisions are
based on instinct. Go beyond a list of questions to a systematic, research-based approach to a strategic
interviewing process. Principals report that using the structured protocol makes more efficient use of
their interview time and supports the interview team in identifying the top applicants (Hanson,
2009).
