FIELD EXPERIENCES
An important component of the higher education pro-
gram is the opportunity to pursue professional experi-
ence through internships and assistantships. 

Internships: Each student pursues an internship in a 
professional context, either within an office or depart-
ment at William & Mary or at a neighboring institution.

Assistantships: Graduate assistantships are the        
primary source of financial aid offered to full-time 
students, and also provide valuable experience working 
within a higher education setting. Positions are avail-
able on the William & Mary campus, as well as at other 
nearby institutions. All students are encouraged to 
apply for an assistantship.
